BEAVER LAKE CHECKLIST

This checklist was designed to answer most, if not all, of your questions regarding our dive
trips to beautiful Beaver Lake, Arkansas.

IMPORTANT: ALL FEES MUST BE PAID NO LATER THAN FRIDAY OF THE
WEEK BEFORE YOU ARE GOING!!!

Please call the shop at 316-684-9738 to confirm that you are going with us.

Your trip fee includes transportation to and from Beaver Lake in our comfy
15-passenger van, 2 nights lodging right on the lake in our beautiful lake house,
dive equipment (for students only), tanks and weights, all meals at the lake house,
4 - 5 dives (at least 1 boat dive, weather and time permitting) and FUN!!!

Rental Gear is available at the shop for those who need it.

NOTE: Come in to be fitted for your rental gear Monday - Thursday of the week you are
scheduled for the Beaver Lake Trip. (You can turn in your signed liability forms at
the same time, and either drop off a picture or pose for onel!l). We are open until
8:00 PM Thursdays for your convenience. It is your responsibility to make sure all
your gear is loaded onto the van, both for the trip to Beaver Lake and the trip home.
Make a note of the number on your rental gear and be sure you get home with the
same gear you left with.

Hood & Gloves (for Advanced or Adventure Deep Dives or cold water diving)
Dive Lights (for Advanced or Adventure Night Dives and Deep Dives)
Toiletries

Sunglasses

Bath Towel

Beach Towel

Leisure Clothes

Suntan lotion

Camera

Favorite beverage (we provide milk, water, lemonade or fruit juice, coffee and tea)
Money for dinner Friday and Sunday, and for snacks/drinks on the road
